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Phase Two of the Linear Park Trail Complete! 
 
If you’ve been enjoying the Borough’s linear trail, your enjoyment just got a little longer. Adding an additional 0.167 
miles to the existing linear park trail, the second phase between East Fulton Street and East Main Street was com-
pleted in late October. This brings the total length of the trail to approximately 1.06 miles from East Main Street to 
Pointview Avenue at Sycamore Road. 
 
As part of this phase, the Borough contracted Bertolet Construction Corpo-
ration of Wernersville, PA to construct the trail including lights and railing. 
Steps were also installed as an added feature to connect the linear trail to 

the existing grass and stone trail 
through the Brickyard and 
Heatherwood Park area.  
 
 
The Borough also added steps (as shown in picture at left) from the Bor-
ough parking lot at 124 South State Street to access the trail between Ful-
ton and Main Street. 
 
As far as the phase three construction endeavors of the Linear Park Trail, 

the anticipated extension across Main Street toward the Railroad Station may be scheduled as a possible 2010 capital 
improvement project.

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Annual Commercial Recycling Information 
As 2008 comes to a close, it will soon be time for Commercial, Industrial, and/or Institutions to complete Annual Recy-
cling Reports. By documenting the extent of recycling it allows the Borough of Ephrata, County and State to determine 
success in meeting waste reduction goals. As in years past we need and appreciate the help of each of these establish-
ments in this effort. 
 
In October 1990,  the Borough put in place an Ordinance requiring commercial, industrial and in-
stitutional waste generators in the Borough to implement a recycling program for certain materials. 
This valuable information is collected and reported two (2) ways. The reporting method depends 
on how the recyclables are marketed.  The following summarizes the two (2) methods and how 
you can ensure that your recycling efforts are properly documented. 
 
♦ If you DO NOT rely on your waste hauler to transport some or all of your recyclables, Ephrata Borough will send a re-

quest at the beginning of the year for you to complete a 2008 Commercial/Industrial/Institutional Annual Recycling Re-
port. You will need to provide verification of the weights reported. Verification can be provided either by receipts, bills of 
lading, or weight tickets, or your Market Broker or End User can sign the report. 

 
♦ If you DO rely on your waste hauler to transport your recyclables, your data should already be reported through the Lan-

caster County Solid Waste Management Authority’s manifest system.   
 
Look for your letter, instructions and annual report by mid-January. If you do not receive this information, or have any 
questions about the report, please contact the Borough’s Recycling Coordinator at 738-9202, Ext. 127. Your cooperation 
in this effort is greatly appreciated.
